Arrival Procedure
There is no “camper drop off” in the parking lot for Summer Camp. Parents should park in the school parking lot and escort their child(ren) into the school. You may park anywhere behind the church where the blackboard can be seen.  Firefly Families may park at the wooden gate down by the EC Playground. The gate will be open for you each morning and afternoon, for arrival and pick up purposes. Please exit RIGHT onto Hillsboro Pike, once you drop off or pick up, use the turn around zone a few yards beyond the wooden gate if you need to head back toward Sharondale. PLEASE, PLEASE WATCH FOR CHILDREN, HOLD HANDS AND USHER THEM TO YOUR CARS SAFELY. THANK YOU FOR HELPING TO KEEP ALL OUR PRECIOUS CHILDREN SAFE. 
The Soaring Eagles group (rising second, third and fourth grade students) will begin the day on the deck of the Learning Cottage (directly across the drive from the manse.)  
The Firefly group (early childhood and rising first) will meet on the EC playground.  On rainy days we will begin inside the Sunflower Classroom.
Each child must be signed in and out by parent or guardian each day. 
Dismissal Procedure
Dismissal for both Fireflies and Soaring Eagles will take place in the same location as morning arrival.

All clothing, even worn to camp, and shoes should be clearly labeled with your child’s name.
Dress Code 
Linden Waldorf School’s dress code stems from Waldorf education’s ideals of beauty in the 

environment and respect for self and others.  We believe that proper camp attire promotes self- 

respect and a positive attitude. Clothing should not be a distraction and should allow the children the freedom of active play. Clothing worn to camp should be: 

· Modest, functional and well fitting. 
· Appropriate for both indoor and outdoor play. 
· Appropriate for the weather. 
· Neat and clean. 
Therefore, clothing should not have holes or frayed edges; shirts should cover midriff areas at all times and may not have spaghetti straps; clothing should not extend over hands or feet; shorts or skirts should be fingertip length or longer; undergarments should not be visible. Clothing may not include images, photos, trademarks, sports teams, camouflage, media advertising, or offensive / distracting lettering or graphics. 
In addition: 
· Shirts (except during water play for boys) and shoes are to be worn at all times.
· Shoes must have non-slip soles and be suitable for running and climbing.  Crocs are not suitable.
· No lights, bells, or roller skates on shoes.  
· No watches.
Lunch And Snack
Parents are asked to send their children with an ample and wholesome lunch and protein rich/ ‘good fat” snacks each day. On Thursdays mornings, please send a small amount of fruit, such as an orange, a banana, a cup of blueberries, etc. as each group will prepare a fruit salad together to enjoy communally.
Children should not bring chewing gum, sodas, candy or desserts. Trading of snack or lunch items is not allowed.  
We ask that lunch boxes not have any media images on them.  Please be mindful of using 
reusable containers and avoiding pre-packaged foods, so we create less garbage.  This is also part of the children’s education. 

Absence
In the event your child will miss camp, please contact the Summer Camp Hotline no later than 7:50 a.m. the morning of the absence to alert staff .  No refunds for full or partial missed days, either pre-planned or unexpected, are available.  
Illness
By law, the camp must be informed of, and post the occurrence of, any communicable disease. This includes strep throat, head lice, pinworms, chicken pox, pink eye, etc. Communicable diseases require treatment before the child can be re-admitted. The child may require medical clearance. A child who has head lice, for example, must be nit free to return to camp.

If a camper is ill during the day, the parents will be called to gather the child early. Please note that the camp does not have accommodations for campers to rest while ill at camp. Children who do not feel well enough to be at camp need the rest and comfort of home for a speedy recovery.

Medical Policy
In general, children with infectious or communicable illness are not to be at camp. There are many reasons for this: 

1. Safety: We do not have the staff to adequately care for and be with children who have special needs of this nature and who often need to be cared for in quiet separate spaces of the school. This violates our legal need for adult supervision at all times. 

2. Protection of other children, faculty and staff members: We would like to keep the exposure of flu, colds, head lice, pin worms, etc., to a minimum. 

3. Protection of the sick child: An active day at camp is not the optimal environment for a child who needs rest and nurturing to recover from illness. 

Please observe the following guidelines where applicable: 

1. Do not drop off sick children at camp. If your child has a sore throat, heavy cough, headache, stomach ache, nausea, or fever, arrange to have the child stay home or to be cared for elsewhere. The child may return to camp 24 hours after the last major symptoms subside. 

2. Children with communicable conditions (strep throat, head lice, pin worms, pink eye, chicken pox, scabies, etc.) are not to be allowed in camp. Re-admittance of a child who had parasites will be possible upon proof of treatment, including any prescribed waiting period, should one be designated by a physician or the health department. Reexamination upon return, especially in the case of head lice, may be necessary, in which case the parent must accompany the child until he/she is readmitted. 

3. In the event doctor prescribed or over-the-counter medicine needs to be administered during the camp day, there are clear procedures in order to protect the school, the Staff, other children, and naturally, the individual child. Staff members not allowed to give medicine to children except under the following conditions: 

The medication must be provided in the original container (prescription bottle if appropriate). The parent is to bring the medicine to the School Office along with the written authorization and very specific instructions. Under no condition should medication, prescription or non-prescription, be sent to camp in lunch baskets, with snacks, or in backpacks. We discourage bringing vitamins or other pills of any kind. If there is a specific, individual need, please discuss it with your child's teacher or the Administrator. 

When a child becomes ill at camp or is found to be ill when arriving at camp, a parent will be called to pick up or arrange pick up of the child. State Law says that the sick child may not be kept in class and that the parent must pick up the child.  

Billing Information
All fees are due to the LWS prior to the first day of Summer Camp. If we have not received these fees, the School will contact you prior to the first day. If you have any additional questions, please feel free to contact Will Bentley, Business Manager at 615-254-0270, ext 26. 
Conduct Expectations

Each child is called upon to be a thoughtful, creative individual who contributes to the summer camp in a positive, upright and cooperative manner. All campers are expected to act honorably, truthfully, and be helpful. 
Discipline Procedure
In the event a disciplinary issue arises, parents will be contacted by the Summer Camp Coordinator and a Notification of Concern will be sent home with your child.  If the expectations of conduct are still not met a plan of action will be created for the camper.  If further action is required LWS reserves the right to dismiss a child from the summer camp program at their sole discretion. Due to the short length of the program, if a child is dismissed from camp for any reason, refunds will not be available.
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
