On the next five beads say: 

1) “May God arise and let His enemies be scattered and let those who hate Him flee before His Face!” 

2) “May the thrice Holy Name of God overthrow all their plans!” 

3) “May the Holy Name of the Living God split them up by disagreements!” 

4) “May the terrible Name of the God of Eternity stamp out all their godlessness!” 

5) “Lord, I do not desire the death of the sinner, but that he be converted and live. Father, forgive 
them for they know not what they do.” 

At the chaplet center, pray the “Golden Arrow” prayer: 

“May the most holy, most sacred, most adorable, most incomprehensible and ineffable Name of God 
be forever praised, blessed, loved, adored and glorified in Heaven, on Earth, and under the Earth by all 
the creatures of God and by the Sacred Heart of Our Lord Jesus Christ in the Most Holy Sacrament of 
the Altar. Amen” 
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On the thirty three small beads:

“Arise, O Lord, and let Your enemies be scattered, and let those that hate You flee before Your Face.” 

On each of the six larger beads:

At the end of meditating on the senses of Jesus, continue repetitions of “Arise, O Lord” prayer, to bring 
the total to 33, one for each year of Our Lord’s earthly life.  

On the Mary Medal :  

Oh Blessed Mother Mary, conceived without sin, pray for us who have recourse to thee! 

On the last 3 beads: 

Think about the wounds in His holy face from the slaps He endured, and from the crown of thorns.  

After all of this, repeat seven times, in honor of the 7 words of Jesus from the Cross: 

Gloria Patri, et Filio, et Spiritui Sancto. Sicut erat in principio, et nunc, et semper, et in saecula 
saeculorum. Amen. 

Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Ghost, as it was in the beginning is now and 
ever shall be, world without end. Amen. 

On the Holy Face medal at the end pray:  ETERNAL FATHER, I offer You the Holy Face of Jesus, covered 
with blood, sweat, dust and spittle, in reparation for the crimes of our age, communists, atheists, 
abortions, blasphemers, and for the profaners of the Holy Name and of the Holy Day of Sunday. (This 
ejaculation is also recommended to be recited frequently throughout the day).

- Blood and sweat pouring down the face of our Lord Jesus and tears of blood that he 

shed for us at Gethsemane 
- Traitor’s kiss of Judas  
- Buffeting, spitting and the many blows to the Holy Face of Our Lord throughout his 

passion  
- The numerous stings of the whip to the Holy Face of Jesus during his scourging  
- Crowning of thorns and the slaps from them soldiers who mocked him 
- The blessing of Veronica's veil pressed against the Face of our Lord, leaving an 

indelible mark and numerous miracles to follow  
2nd meditation - Sense of Hearing during his Holy Passion 

- Violence the crowd yelling, “Crucify him, Crucify Him” 
- Pilate asks, “who should I release to you?” and the crowd's response, “Barabbas, 

Barabbas.” 
- Pilate’s words to Jesus “What is Truth?” 
- The chief priests and the Pharisees riling the crowd, “come down from the cross!” 
- The bad thief’s words of blasphemy, “save yourself and us too!” 
- The good thief Dismas rebukes the bad thief, then turns to our Lord says, “Jesus 

remember me when you come into your kingdom.” 
3rd meditation – Sense of Sight during his Holy Passion 

- The blindfolding and the mockery  
- He sees Pilate washing his hands and Barabbas walking away a free man 
- At his first fall his mother comes to him and he sees the horror, the agony, and the 

tears, and Jesus offers her the only consolation that he can, when he reminds her of 
the purpose of their pain, when he says to her, “See, I make all things new!” 

- Mary falls faint at the first hammer blows in the crucifixion 
- The soldiers casting lots for seamless garment, the high priest’s tunic, woven by his 

mother. 
- Lastly when in his worst agony, near death, he scans the landscape and sees, no 

one,,,,, a few remnant faithful, a few soldiers,, where once he witnessed 5000 
families being fed on a few fishes and loaves, now in his worst torment, he sees, no 
one,,,, 

4th meditation - The sense of smell  
- The foul odor of liquor on the breath of the soldiers 
- Sweat from the soldiers, six of them in all, who laid down over countless lashes to 

our Lord during a scourging 
- The strong odor of blood and dirt 
- Smell of urine 
- Vinegar and gall  
- The unmistakable stench of death 

5th meditation - The sense of taste  
- Jesus thirst for souls 
- The taste of blood and spittle 
- Dirt and dust that our Lord tasted each time he fell on the road to Calvary  
- Taste of rancid wine 
- Dripping sweat 
- The bitter taste of betrayal 
-  
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Alternate meditations: 
 5th meditation - The sense of taste  

With the Blood and water from the spittle flowing from the Lord's mouth on the 
Cross, he utters: 

- “Father forgive them know not what they do” – taste now the merits of 
forgiveness. 

- “Today you will be with me in paradise” - taste now his mercy. 
- “Behold, Your Mother” - taste now the grace of His Mother. 
- “I Thirst” - Know the unquenchable thirst of our Lord to save souls. 
- “My God, My God, why have you been to abandon me.?” - Taste the horrible 

consequences of being eternally abandoned by The Father. 
- “It is consummated. Father, into your hands I commit my spirit.” - taste now 

the freedom that flows through the passion of our Lord, that flows through the 
Holy Spirit now as our Helper and our Advocate, and the inheritance that 
awaits those who surrender themselves into the hands of The Father. 

 
 

Meditations on the last 3 Beads  
For the Worst Sufferings to the Holy Face 

-  The disfigurement of his Holy Face beyond human recognition 
-  The continuous pain of embedded thorns  
-  The many blows to his precious mouth, and the left shoulder bare to the 

bone from carrying the cross and the weight of the sins of the world 
 

Meditation on the Seven Wounds of Our Lord and the Seven Sorrows of Our Lady 
 

- The painful Crowning of Thorns and Mary crowned with the knowledge that 
Jesus would suffer crucifixion at the time of his presentation. 

- The wound to the right hand and Mary being handed word that 700 infants 
and toddler boys had been murdered in search of the one she holds now in 
her arms has been escape to Egypt. 

- The wound to the left hand of Jesus and Mary left searching for three days 
without knowing whether Jesus was alive or dead.  

- The wound to the right foot of Jesus and Mary walks's step for step with 
Jesus on the road to Calvary. 

- The wound to the left foot of Jesus and Mary standing at the foot of the cross 
praying for death. 

- The wound to the Sacred Heart of Jesus and Mary's heart is also pierced in 
that moment. 

- The wound to the left shoulder of Jesus from the weight of the Cross and 
Mary now shoulders the weight of carrying all of humanity as her children.

and the desecration of Your holy days. We thus hope to appease Your anger justly provoked against us.

God, and through the merits of His Holy Face hearken to Him when He intercedes for us poor miserable 
sinners.

As churches throughout the nation 
are adopting monthly days of prayer, we ask churches to unite 
by praying toward a common seven-point prayer focus. Pastors 
and prayer coordinators can obviously create their own prayer 
guides, but we believe there is power in uniting the praying 
Church citywide, countywide, statewide, and nationwide. 
Here are the seven major prayer focuses of America Prays: 
 
Once the basic prayer strategy of 31 or more churches adopting 
a day of prayer in the city takes root, the churches can begin 
to mobilize teams to pray and work toward God’s miraculous 
intervention in one of the seven main areas. As area prayer 
meetings are organized, these themes can be a key focus of the 
prayers. 
Recently hundreds gathered from dozens of churches in Austin, 
Texas, at Hyde Park Baptist Church to pray for the first 
prayer point (Pray for Unbelievers to Be Saved) and later, 
another gathering focused on point seven (Pray for Local and 
National Government Leaders). 

The dream is that teams will emerge to focus on working out 
these prayers into practical steps and connect with those 

inside and outside the “church-world” to see our cities 
changed for God’s glory. This was in God’s heart when He 

inspired Jeremiah to write: “But seek the welfare of the city 
where I have sent you into exile, and pray to the Lord on its 

behalf, for in its welfare you will find your welfare” (Jer. 
29:7).
