Under his leadership, the company grew into one of Europe'’s leading manufacturers for flat-
pack furniture. With his incredible connections in the industry and his entrepreneurial
mindset, Hien laid the foundation for the company’s growth. He was also responsible for the
full brand relaunch of MAJA Mébel Kasendorf in 2014, in which the company introduced
itself to the general public for the first time at imm Cologne in the same year. In the fall of
2015, Hien gradually began to hand over the reins to his successor and retired from the

company at the end of that year. Hien enjoyed his retirement in Straubing.
